Microsoft has just released the next version of the client OS called Windows Vista and is about to release Windows Server 2008. With these new operating systems Microsoft is introducing powerful and revolutionary software technologies for developers called .NET Framework 3.5 and Visual Studio 2008. Sun/IBM/Oracle have released the industrial standard Java Enterprise Edition 5 (Java EE 5) which is interoperable with .NET 3.5. 
The .NET 3.5 Framework contains libraries to develop highly interactive Windows Vista client applications and Silverlight 2.0 Rich Internet Web Applications. For servers we have an option to choose either .NET 3.5 or Java EE 5.  Windows Server 2008 provides the .NET 3.5 platform to host services for these client applications. The Java Platform Enterprise Edition 5 provides another option for hosting services for Windows Vista and Silverlight 2.0 clients. The interoperability between .NET 3.5 and Java EE 5 provides us an opportunity to develop composite applications that connect services developed on heterogeneous platforms. 
Continuing Education Programme of SSUET is pleased to announce a six months Training Certificate in Windows Vista, Windows Server 2008 and Java EE 5 Software Development. The Training Certificate will consist of two quarters of course work for developers who have a prior background in object-oriented programming. The participants who have no background in programming will complete an additional quarter. 
The first course in the training program focuses on learning Object-Oriented Programming using C# and Java (.NET 3.5/Java SE6-101) and is an optional course for those participants who already have a background in Object-Oriented Programming. The second course .NET3.5-201 focuses on Rich Client Software development for Windows Vista (WPF) and Silverlight 2.0 for the Web using XAML and is a required course for all participants. Then the student has an option to take .NET3.5-251 or Java EE5-261. The student may also take both these courses. This training program will teach the participants how to develop internet applications using these client and server-side technologies.
COURSE CATALOG FOR .NET 3.5/JAVA EE 5 TECHNOLOGIES

.NET3.5/Java SE 6-101 Introduction to C# 3.0 and Java SE 6 Programming
This course is designed for the absolute beginners in programming and builds a solid foundation in Object-Oriented Programming using C# 3.0 and Java Standard Edition 6. Assuming no prior programming experience on the part of the participant, this primer class focuses on the fundamentals of composing code with C# and Java. 

Part A: This part covers structured programming. It begins with variables and ends with a discussion on arrays. You'll learn about the syntax and structure of the language including operators and expressions, control structures, methods, properties, and arrays.

Part B: In this section we will learn Object-Oriented programming in depth. Classes, objects, inheritance, polymorphism and exceptions will be covered in detail.
Prerequisite: No programming experience required.

.NET3.5-201 XAML (Windows Presentation Foundation and Silverlight 2.0) and Advanced C# 3.0 Programming

Part A: This part of the course explores advanced C# 3.0 language options including indexers, dynamic binding, delegation, events, generics, iterators, partial types, implicitly typed local variables, extension methods, Lambda expressions, expression trees, anonymous types, queries, and query expressions and the conventions used to implement these techniques.

Part B: This class part starts with a XML tutorial, and proceeds to the introduction of building Windows Vista and Silverlight 2.0 applications by using the new XML-based declarative markup language named XAML (eXtensible Application Markup Language). Application layouts, controls, styles, resources, events, and properties are discussed. Building dynamic content, custom components and the application model including navigation and window management will be covered. The developer will also learn to become advanced users of the new Microsoft Expression Blend tool. The participants will also be taught to capture, edit and process Video/Audio using Adobe Premier Pro CS3, After Effects CS3 and Sound Booth CS 3.  

Prerequisite: Exposure to any OO Programming Language i.e. Java, C++, etc.

.NET3.5-251 Windows Communication Foundation, Windows Workflow Foundation, and ADO.NET Programming

Part A: Windows Communication Foundation (WCF) provides developers with a unified, attribute-based programming model for building distributed applications with maximum productivity. In this course we will learn how the WCF architecture was designed, how it works, and most importantly how we can leverage it in building service-oriented systems.  

Part B: We start by exploring how to develop the database tier by using the ADO.NET 3.5 revolutionary Language Integrated Query (LINQ), LINQ to SQL, and the Entity Framework. Next we will learn Windows Workflow Foundation (WF) and how this new technology can be used to develop workflow based services.

Java EE 5-261 Java Servlet, JDBC, JPA, Metro 1.0 and EJB 3.0 Programming
Part A: We will start this course by exploring Java Servlets, Java Database Connectivity (JDBC) API, and the Java Persistence API (JPA). Then we will focus our attention to Metro 1.0, which is a high-performance, extensible, easy-to-use and the latest Java Web Services stack.  The Metro Stack enables interoperability between the Java platform and Windows Communication Foundation (WCF) in .NET 3.5.  

Part B: In this class part the developers will become proficient with Enterprise JavaBean (EJB) 3.0 technology for developing server-side components. It will serve as a guide to developing EJB 3.0 applications deployed to the high-performance, Java EE 5-compliant application servers, which are quickly gaining massive popularity.

.NET3.5-301 C# 3.0 and Java Design Patterns and Software Factories (Optional Advance Course)

This class focuses on building professional C# 3.0 and Java applications using software design patterns. The following patterns will be covered in the course: Abstract Factory, Builder, Factory Method, Singleton, Bridge, Composite, Decorator, Façade, Proxy, Command, Mediator, Memento, Observer, State, Strategy, Template Method, and Visitor. We will also review extensively the revolutionary concept proposed by Microsoft of industrialization of software development: Software Factories.
